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Parental Covenant Agreement

receive parish rates to sign a covenant agreement with the parish.
We ask that you fulfill your responsibility as parents by affirming the following:

1. Being registered at the church if you are Catholic

2. Attending worship services at Immaculate Conception Church

3. Contributing to the support of the parish by using a minimum of three envelopes a
month

4. Attending the parental/guardians sessions for the sacramental preparation of children
when your child is preparing for First Communion, the Sacrament of Reconciliation, and
Confirmation

By signing this covenant, parents/guardians are considering themselves active
members of Immaculate Conception Parish and are demonstrating that by their actions.
